gerceklestigi  bu  sehirde American School stands like a hidden gem in the elegant fabric of
bulunmak, tarihi yalmzca Switzerland. It is not merely an educational institution but a cultural island
okumak degil; adeta where young people from various countries come together to build the
solumak gibiydi. future. As I set out from Turkey on the path to this school, the only thought
on my mind was what kind of meaning education gains in a geography so
intertwined with history.

As I walked through the school campus, I witnessed different languages
blending with one another. In the classrooms, students came from countries
ranging from Japan to Brazil, from Nigeria to Canada. The faculty was just
as multinational as the student body
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This diversity fostered not only cultural
but also intellectual richness. To be a
student in such an environment was not
just to acquire knowledge, but to begin
understanding the world.

As 1 descended toward Lausanne,
another journey began in my mind. To
be in the city where a major diplomatic
move affirming Turkey’s presence on the
international stage was made in 1923 was
not just to read history—it was to
breathe it.

Passing in front of the Palais de Rumine,
I thought about how hard-won the peace
signed there on July 24 had been. For a
moment, I imagined that table, those
documents, and the face of ismet Pasha.

When I reached Vevey, a calm welcomed
me by the lakeshore. This city, once
home to Charlie Chaplin, is a place
where art and elegance intertwine. But
for me, Vevey was part of the road that
led to Lausanne. Among the mountain
silhouettes reflected on the still waters of
the lake, I thought about how the destiny
of a nation had changed.

On the museum walls were political cartoons
from that era, seating plans of the states at the
negotiation table, and documents inherited from
the Ottoman period. The original table where
the treaty was signed seemed as though it still
had something to say.

I thought of Ismet Pasha's patient negotiations;
of his cries for equality in the face of Lord
Curzon. In those days, the Turkish delegation
fought to be seated as an "equal party" at the
table. Today, the multinational educational
setting in Leysin, where young people sit side by
side, perhaps reflects a different manifestation of
that grand ideal of equality.

This journey did not merely recount history to
me; it also reminded me how I should look to
the future. It was thrilling to see that the values
we teach our students at TED Edirne College—
modernity, freedom, and critical thinking—have
their roots in the signatures made at Lausanne.
Education and history are not two separate
paths; they are roads that continuously nourish,

transform, and advance together.

THE ROAD TO LAUSANNE

Her sey 19 Mayis 1919’da Gazi Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin Samsun’a c¢ikarak
bagimsizlik mesalesini yakmasiyla baslamisti. O giin, umutsuzluk icindeki
Anadolu’da dirilisin ilk adimi atilmisti. Tarihimizin en destans1 yolunun
“Lozan’a Giden Yol”un ilk adimiydi, bu. Havza’dan Amasya’ya, Erzurum’dan
Sivas’a ve nihayet baskent olacak Ankara’ya giden yol, milli miicadelenin
yoluydu.

Kurtulus miicadelemizin hedefini, Amasya Genelgesi’nde “Milletin bagimsizligini
yine milletin azim ve karar1 kurtaracaktir.” sozleriyle acik¢a ilan eden 9. Ordu
Miifettisi Mustafa Kemal, halk: isyana tesvik etmek suclamalariyla Istanbul’a
geri cagiriiyordu. Kurtulus yolundan asla donmeyecegini, o c¢ok sevdigi
mesleginden istifa ederek ispathyordu. “Sine-i millete dondiim.”
Erzurum Kongresi yolunda Mondros Ateskes Anlasmasi’na meydan okuyordu.
Asil meydan okuyusu, Sivas’taki ulusal kongreden sonra séziin millete ait oldugu
Biiyiik Millet Meclisi’ nin acilisiyla yapmisti.

It all began on May 19, 1919, when Gazi Mustafa Kemal
Atatiirk landed in Samsun and ignited the torch of
independence. That day marked the first step of a national
awakening in a hopeless Anatolia—indeed, it was the first
step on the most epic path in our history: the road to
Lausanne. The journey from Havza to Amasya, from
Erzurum to Sivas, and finally to Ankara—destined to be the
capital—was the path of national struggle.

The goal of our War of Independence was clearly declared by
the 9th Army Inspector Mustafa Kemal in the Amasya
Circular: “The nation's independence will be saved by the
nation’s own determination and resolve.”’For this, he was
summoned back to Istanbul on charges of inciting rebellion.
But he proved his unwavering commitment to the path of
liberation by resigning from the military profession he loved
so dearly. With the words “I have returned to the bosom of the
nation,” he challenged the Armistice of Mudros on the road
to the Erzurum Congress. The real challenge, however, came
after the Sivas Congress, with the opening of the Grand
National Assembly of Turkey, where sovereignty now
belonged to the people.

emriyle de Kurtulus Savasi’nin askeri safhasini zaferle taclandiracakti.

Ancak Maresal Mustafa Kemal c¢ok iyi biliyordu ki askeri zaferler kadar
diplomatik zaferler de biiyiik onem arzediyordu. Iste buradan hareketle
Mudanya’da onemli bir diplomatik basari elde eden yeni Tiirk Devleti, diinya
sahnesine cikarak Lozan’da bagimsizhgmm haykiriyordu. Savas meydaninda
kazanilan zaferin ardindan TBMM, milli iradeyi temsilen Lozan’a giiclii bir
heyet gonderdi. Ismet Pasa'min baskanhgindaki bu heyet, biiyiik bir dirayetle
Tiirk milletinin haklarim savundu. Lozan goriismeleri kolay olmadi elbette; ama
her geri adim tehdit edildiginde, her hak gasp edilmek istendiginde, masaya
vurulan yumrukta Anadolu'nun sesi yankilandi.

The public's resistance to occupation and the birth of the spirit of Kuvay-i
Milliye (National Forces) were among the most crucial milestones on the road
to Lausanne. Under the harsh terms of the Mudros Armistice, occupied
homeland lands were defended through the leadership of Mustafa Kemal Pasa
and the determination of the Turkish nation. The road to Lausanne was paved
with the will for independence and built upon great hardship.

One of the pivotal moments that altered the nation’s fate and brought
Mustafa Kemal back to the battlefield was the Battle of Sakarya.

“There is no line of defense, only a surface of defense. That surface is the entire
homeland. Not one inch of territory can be surrendered unless it is drenched with
the blood of its citizens.”

With this command, Commander-in-Chief Mustafa Kemal Pasa took the lead.
With his famous order

“Armies, your first target is the Mediterranean—Forward!”

he crowned the military phase of the War of Independence with victory.

Yet Marshal Mustafa Kemal knew well that diplomatic victories were just as
vital as military ones. With this in mind, the new Turkish state secured an
important diplomatic success at Mudanya and stepped onto the world stage
by proclaiming its independence at Lausanne.

Following the military victory, the Grand National Assembly of Turkey,
representing the national will, sent a strong delegation to Lausanne. Led by
Ismet Pasa, this delegation staunchly defended the rights of the Turkish
nation. The Lausanne negotiations were far from easy—at every threat, every
attempt to strip away rights, the fists that hit the table echoed the voice of
Anatolia.

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The conference, which began on November 20,
1922, witnessed intense debates among the
parties. While Turkey defended the principle of
full independence within the framework of the
National Pact (Misak-1 Milli), Western powers,
particularly Britain, applied pressure on issues
such as capitulations and minority rights.
Thanks to the firm stance of the Turkish
delegation, many concessions were not made,
and the talks were suspended on February 4,
1923.

When discussions resumed on April 23, 1923,
Ismet Pasa’s position remained steadfast—even
when the Turkish delegation was given lower
chairs than those of the other representatives,
reminiscent of the humiliating articles of the
Treaty of Sevres. He refused to compromise,
waited until the chairs were changed, carefully
examined every clause, and skillfully navigated
shuttle diplomacy.

Just as in Mudanya, the Turkish delegation at
Lausanne never forgot that they represented
not the defeated Ottoman Empire, but the
victorious, fully independent Republic of
Turkey born out of the War of Independence.

Ayrica Ismet Pasa, karsi tarafin baskilari engellemek icin duyma problemi yasayan
kulagim o6zellikle miizakerelerde kullanmis ve boylece baz1 sert tartismalardan kacinmisti. Bir toplanti
sirasinda ise Ismet Inonii, Ingiliz heyeti tarafindan sikistirilmaya calisildiginda, "Ben buraya Tiirk
milletinin bagimsizhigim korumaya geldim, pazarhk yapmaya degil!" diyerek masaya sert bir sekilde
vurmustur. Ve nihayet 24 Temmuz 1923’te anlasmamn imzalandigi an gelmis , Ismet Inénii “Zafer
bizimdir” diyerek tarihi imzay atmistir.

Bu yiizdendir ki Lozan’ a giden yol, olduk¢ca zor olduk¢a azimle oriilmiis bir yoldur. Ulusal bilincimizi,
Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin vizyonunu bulacagimiz bu anlasma belgesi; tam bagmmsiz Tiirkiye’nin
tapusudur.

During the talks, Inonii often faced pressure from the Western powers. His firm and resolute
demeanor drew attention. British Prime Minister Winston Churchill remarked with astonishment at
how Inénii would remain silent for long periods and only speak when absolutely necessary—
expressing admiration for his resolve. Moreover, Inonii, who had hearing loss in one ear, would
strategically use this to avoid engaging in some of the more contentious moments. On one occasion,
when the British delegation tried to corner him, Inénii slammed his hand on the table and declared,

“I am here to defend the independence of the Turkish nation—not to negotiate it!”

And finally, on July 24, 1923, the treaty was signed, and Ismet Inonii, with the words “Victory is ours,”
penned his name into history.

That is why the road to Lausanne was long, difficult, and built with immense determination. In this
treaty document, we find not only our national consciousness and Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’s vision—
but the very deed of fully independent Turkey. Lausanne is the will, the independence, the belief, the
pride, and the freedom of a nation.

With the same belief and pride, may we continue to meet on history-filled journeys...

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The Treaty of Lausanne was signed on July
24,1923, in the city of Lausanne, Switzerland,
between the Government of the Grand
National Assembly of Turkey and France, the
United Kingdom, Italy, Japan,
Romania, and Yugoslavia. It came into force
on August 6, 1923. With this treaty, the
borders of modern-day Turkey were largely
established, and the
Republic of Turkey gained international
recognition and legitimacy.

Alongside all these dazzling achievements, the
Treaty of Lausanne also had significant

— though less frequently discussed —
implications for the field of education, which
was one of the key pillars in Atatiirk’s vision
of a modern, prosperous Turkey. It is in this
area that the treaty's importance should be
especially recognized and valued.

This article focuses primarily on the Treaty of
Lausanne's influence on the enactment of the
Law on the Unification of Education
(Tevhid-i Tedrisat Kanunu) and,
consequently, on the formation of a modern
and educated Turkish society.

Let us begin by explaining some points
mentioned in Celal Sengdr’s article that
help us understand this topic more clearly
and, of course, better understand Atatiirk
himself. According to Sengdr (echoing
what has become common in the education
systems of many contemporary nations),
there are fundamentally two ways of
interpreting the world around us: the
scientific view and the dogmatic view.

Until the Treaty of Lausanne

and especially during the Ottoman period
the dominant mindset in religious schools
(medreses) was one of dogma. Compared
to the vast number of religious schools that
existed, the number of well-known scholars
was disproportionately low.

This dogmatic perspective, also dominant
during the so-called “Dark Ages” in
Europe, discouraged critical thinking and
sought to explain reality through myths
and superstitions — often relying on fear
and forced belief.

Unfortunately, traces of this mindset still
persist today in some traditional Catholic
schools in Europe, where philosophy is
often taught with bias and without a
modern framework.

Bu noktada Atamin su lafim hatirlatmak isterim:”Diinyada her sey icin, hayat
icin, basari icin, en hakiki miirsit ilimdir, fendir.” bu sozlerden de anlagilabilecegi gibi Atatiirk muasir
medeniyet diizeyine ulasmada aklin ve bilimin esas olmasi gerektigini anlamis ve ona gore planlamalarim
yapmistir. Iste daha Lozan’m imzalanmasinm iistiinden bir yil bile gegmeden ilan edilen Tevhid-i Tedrisat
Kanununun amaci da budur, bu kanunla beraber propaganda amach ogretim yapan azinhk okullari,

amacindan sapmis medreseler kapatilip Milli Egitim Bakanhgina baglanmistir.

To grasp the consequences of this outlook, one only needs to look at societies in the Middle
East — where science and rationality have frequently taken a back seat. Even when there
have been attempts to adapt to the truths revealed by science (often out of necessity), they
have largely failed.

This is exactly the mindset Atatiirk was determined to fight against — and which had to be
abandoned in order to build a modern Turkey. In his famous words:

“In life, in everything, in success — the truest guide is science and reason.”

As this quote makes clear, Atatiirk recognized that reaching the level of contemporary
civilization required basing education and progress on rationality and science. And this is
precisely why, within less than a year after the signing of the Treaty of Lausanne, the Law on
the Unification of Education was introduced.

With this law, minority schools that had turned into tools of propaganda and religious
institutions (medreses) that had strayed from their purpose were closed down and brought
under the supervision of the Ministry of National Education.

Bu yolda yaptig1 calismalarindan dolayr Celal
Sengor’e ve tabii ki iilkemizin kurucusu ve
yegane  basogretmeni  Mustafa  Kemal
Atatiirk’e gerceklestirdigi egitim
reformlarindan dolayi sonsuz tesekkiirlerimi ve
saygilarimi sunuyorum.

Thanks to the freedom secured by the
Treaty of Lausanne, Atatiirk — along with
Hasan Ali Yiicel — began to shape the
future of Turkey through this law,
nurturing individuals who were free in mind
and thought, unafraid to speak their
opinions, and able to apply what they
learned in real life.

A common misconception about this law is
that it was anti-religious. However, anyone
with even basic reading and reasoning skills
can understand that this is not true. In fact,
under this new system, Faculties of
Theology and Imam-Hatip (religious
vocational) schools were established under
the Ministry of National
Religious sciences were studied with a more
systematic and scientific approach than ever
before.

So, as we can see, the Treaty of Lausanne
not only secured the independence of our
state — it also liberated our minds, our
thoughts, and ultimately, our future.

in 1885, received a good education in his
youth and was eclected a Member of
Parliament from the Conservative Party at
the age of 26. His experience in politics
and diplomacy led to his appointment as
Viceroy of India at age 39. By the time he
arrived in Lausanne, he was 63.

Despite the fall of the Lloyd George
government, Curzon managed to retain
his position as Foreign Secretary. The
confidence derived from being the Foreign
Secretary of the world’s largest and richest
empire was reflected in his posture and
speeches.

The seating arrangement for the
conference, which was to be attended by
nine states, contradicted Turkey's claim to
equal participation. When Ismet Pasha
objected, it was corrected. The fact that
Ismet Pasha sat at the table as a
representative of an equal state and
emphasized this at every turn drove Lord

Curzon mad.

He treated the Turks as if they were still
bound by the Treaty of Sévres. In fact,
during the first session of the
conference, he remarked, “There is no
denying your victory over the Greeks,
but you have not triumphed over the
Allies.”

Lord Curzon was a skilled politician.
He enjoyed crafting literary sentences
and supporting his speeches with
gestures and facial expressions. These
techniques allowed him to rally other
countries around his views in response
to Ismet Pasha's remarks.

Nevertheless, Ismet Pasha’s
performance was commendable.
According to reports from Ankara, the
peace achieved was seen as a Turkish
victory there. Even Mr. Lloyd George,
the British Prime Minister who had
supported the Greeks during the
occupation of Izmir, agreed with this
view. In an article he wrote, he likened
Ismet Pasha to a fisherman who, with
patience and cunning, caught his prey
and earned his reward. He also
regarded this success as a blow to the
prestige of the West.

THE LAUSANNE MONUMENT, EDIRNE

The Lausanne Monument
and Its History

The Treaty of Lausanne is a major diplomatic
achievement that solidified the international
independence and sovereignty of the Republic
of Turkey. Signed on July 24, 1923, in
Lausanne, Switzerland, the treaty served as a
powerful response to oppressive agreements
such as the Treaty of Sévres, which was signed
during the final years of the Ottoman Empire.
Through the Treaty of Lausanne, Turkey
largely established its national borders and rid
itself of capitulations that had undermined its
sovereignty. To commemorate this historic
success, the Lausanne Monument was
constructed.
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Location and Architectural Design of the Monument

There are two major Lausanne Monuments in Turkey
— one located in the Karaagac district of Edirne and
the other in Izmir. However, the most well-known is
the one in Edirne. This monument was built to
commemorate the Treaty of Lausanne, which
determined Turkey’s western borders and resolved its
border disputes with Greece. On November 27, 1996,
the Senate of Trakya University unanimously
approved the

of three columns representing Turkey, Greece, and
Bulgaria. Adjacent to the monument are the Lausanne
Museum and a ceremonial square. This project is
considered a cultural heritage site that emphasizes the
importance of the Treaty of Lausanne.

The three large columns represent the core
values of the Turkish Republic: independence, peace,
and sovereignty.

Lausanne, a small and easy-to-explore
city located on the shores of Lake
Geneva in Switzerland, holds great
importance for Turkish history. The
Lausanne Historical Museum (Musée
Historigue Lausanne), which houses
many documents and artifacts related to
the Treaty of Lausanne, is located just

across from the Lausanne Cathedral.

Although there are not many Turkish-
language videos about the museum,
informative content can be found on
foreign channels. For the most detailed
video in Turkish, one can watch the
episode of the TV program Cok Gezenti
focusing on the Lausanne Historical
Museum, which offers valuable insights

On one of the museum’s walls, there is an
image showing the signing of the treaty at the Palais de Rumine on July 24, 1923. Other walls feature
photographs from the Ottoman period.

As you move further into the museum, you will encounter the actual table where the Treaty of Lausanne
was signed. Next to it are the names of the countries involved in the treaty, arranged according to the
seating plan at the signing. This room also displays caricatures from the era, reflecting the spirit of the
time. Some of these caricatures depict the representatives of the signing countries, while one particularly
striking illustration shows Turkey and the Allied Powers engaged in a boxing match.

On the lower floor of the museum, visitors can
watch videos providing information about the
Treaty of Lausanne. Other rooms on this floor
exhibit  plates, glasses, books, and
encyclopedias from that period. The museum
offers a balanced perspective on the Treaty of
Lausanne,  presenting  both  objective
viewpoints and interpretations from the Swiss
and Allied perspectives.

In another section of the museum, visitors can
explore exhibits detailing Switzerland’s
developments between the 16th and 19th
centuries, including its economy, history, and
culture. If you ever find yourself in
Switzerland, be sure to visit the city of
Lausanne and the Lausanne Historical
Museum — and don’t miss the Palais de
Rumine, where the treaty was signed.

The Treaty of Lausanne, one of the founding
documents of the Republic of Turkey and
one of the most significant legal texts in
modern legal history, has inspired numerous
works. Atatiirk himself dedicated several
pages of his book Nutuk (The Great Speech)
to this treaty, recounting it from his own
perspective. He also included telegrams
exchanged  with  Ismet Pasha and
conversations between Rauf Pasha and Ismet
Pasha. Thanks to these records, we can
clearly understand the situation in the
parliament during the Lausanne Conference
and Ismet Pasha’s political stance. Atatiirk
described this treaty as a political victory
unparalleled in Ottoman history.

In my view, reading the Lausanne Conference
directly through Atatiirk’s words in Nutuk is
the most objective source available to any
child of Turkey.

However, many historians and authors have
also written about Lausanne from their own
perspectives. One such work, The Lausanne
Peace Treaty on Its 100th Anniversary:
Perspectives of the Parties, brings a fresh,
international outlook in commemoration of
the treaty’s centenary.

In
doing so, he evaluates the past through the lens of
today and reveals what Lausanne means for modern
Turkey. This book is a valuable resource not only for
history enthusiasts but also for anyone who wants to
understand the path Turkey has taken to become the
country itis today.

The author strongly opposes the notion that
“Lausanne was a defeat,” considering it an attack.
He includes the following quote in his book:

In this work, he discusses how the
United States did not sign the Lausanne Treaty,
and how Turkey in the 20th century found itself at
a crossroads — with one path leading to the
Treaty of Sévres and the other to the Treaty of
Lausanne. According to the author, the essential
question lies in this choice.

As you can see, many accomplished journalists,
historians, and writers have shared their thoughts
on this topic through various books. My request,
as a child of Turkey, is that you first read Nutuk,
at least briefly, to understand Lausanne through
Atatiirk’s eyes — and then follow with a
historian’s perspective. As Atatilirk himself said:
“A nation that does not know its history is
doomed to disappear.”

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The Treaty of Lausanne is a significant
agreement in Turkish history. It was signed
on July 24, 1923, in the city of Lausanne,
Switzerland. This treaty ended the War of
Independence and led to the international
recognition of the newly established Turkish
Republic, thereby defining Turkey’s national
borders and securing its independence.

The book titled “First and Last Peace:
Lausanne at its 100th Year” compiled by
Biilent Oziikkan and published by Boyut
Publishing House in 2021 in honor of the
100th anniversary of Lausanne, along with
its various articles, was a strong inspiration
for this essay. One of the featured articles in
the book, written by one of Turkey’s most
respected and popular historians, Prof. Dr.
Ilber Ortayli, titled “A Reasonable and
Honorable Compromise,” was particularly
influential for me.

Ilber Ortayli defines the Treaty of Lausanne
as “a logical and very honorable
compromise.” While some view it as a defeat
and others as a victory, Ortayli emphasizes
its nature as a permanent and order-
establishing agreement. Signed during the
transitional period before the declaration of
the Republic, this founding document is
often mischaracterized by some as a
“foreign-imposed defeat,” whereas Ortayli
argues that it represents a compromise with
the opposing powers rather than a triumph.

Instead, the resolution of long-standing issues
with Britain, Italy, and France—especially regarding capitulations and economic matters—was
of greater importance. When these issues could not be resolved, the Turkish delegation led by
Ismet Pasha temporarily withdrew. Talks resumed on April 23, 1923, and the final treaty with
143 articles was signed on July 24, 1923.

One of the most critical developments of
Lausanne, Ortayl notes, was the abolition of
the Ottoman Public Debt Administration
(DiiyGin-1 Umamiye). Once a debt collection
institution, replaced Dby
payments that enabled Turkey to pay off the
remaining Ottoman debts. All capitulatory
courts and privileges were abolished. Ortayl
mentions disagreements between Ismet Pasha
and the Allied Powers over the war indemnity
demanded from the Greeks, which was
ultimately resolved by transferring control of
the Dedeaga¢c and Karaaga¢ railway line to
Turkey.

Ilber Ortayl’nn kitaptaki bu yazisii Kisaca
ozetlemek gerekirse Lozan onun dedigi gibi mantiki
ve onurlu bir uzlasmadir.

Unfortunately, the Mosul issue remained
unresolved in foreign policy. Although
heavily debated in parliament, Ortayl notes
that Mosul did not garner as much
attention as Hatay. He attributes Turkey’s
reluctance to pursue Mosul to its lack of
resources or resolve at the time.

In summary, according to Ilber Ortayl,
Lausanne was, as he puts it, a logical and
honorable compromise. It was remarkably
enduring and stabilizing. It defined the
borders of the new Turkish Republic,
abolished capitulations, and ensured
recognition of Turkish independence.

Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk dedicates significant
attention to the Treaty of Lausanne in his
speech, the *Nutuk*. The treaty is a landmark
agreement that declared the international
recognition of the Republic of Turkey's
independence and established its borders.
Atatiirk emphasized that this treaty was a major
victory for Turkey.

Following the Treaty of Lausanne, Atatiirk
affirmed that the Turkish nation had achieved
national independence—a victory earned
through tremendous sacrifice, heroism, and
determination. In the Nutuk, he described
this treaty as a turning point that, along with
the declaration of the Republic, ensured
Turkey's place as a strong and independent
state in the international arena.

e Montreux Convention Regarding the Regime of the Straits, signed in 1936 by
Turkey, the Soviet Union, the United Kingdom, France, Japan, Greece, Romania,
and Bulgaria, regulated the governance of the Bosporus and Dardanelles Straits. While
granting Turkey full rights and authority over the straits, it also established rules
governing the passage of naval vessels from Black Sea coastal states.

The Soviet Union played a major role in the signing of Montreux. With the goal of
maintaining military dominance in the Black Sea, the Soviets took great interest in this
agreement. They aimed to strengthen their control in the Black Sea and to have
Turkey’s sovereignty over the straits officially recognized. Moreover, Montreux
provided the Soviet Union an opportunity to secure its southern maritime borders and
expand its military presence in the region.

The Soviet Union’s desire for close cooperation with Turkey in controlling the straits
aimed at resolving regional security issues more effectively. While recognizing Turkey’s
independence over the straits, Russia also acknowledged that Turkey acted in
alignment with their shared interests regarding the security of the Black Sea. In this
context, it can be said that Montreux functioned as a tool to strengthen mutual trust
between the two countries.

Below are the questions we asked and the responses provided by Dr. Biilent Atalay during our
interview on the Treaty of Lausanne, conducted at the Department of History, Faculty of Letters,
Trakya University. We would like to thank her for taking her valuable time and enlightening us with
her vast knowledge.

Lozan Antlasmasi'nda yer alan simir diizenlemelerini
Musul Sorunu o6zelinde Tiirkiye'ye etkinlerini nasil
degerlendirirsiniz?

Musul meselesi de Bogazlar meselesi gibi daha sonra halledilmek iizere miizakerelerden gikartilmistir.
Zira bu meseleden dolay1 Ingilizler’in diger mevzu ve meseleleri Tiirkiye’nin aleyhine sonuglandirmak
i¢in siirekli giindeme getirmesi miizakereleri titkamistir. Bu durum siirekli olarak ashinda Ingiliz
temsilci Lord Curzon tarafindan istismar edilmisse de uzlasmayan tarafin Ismet Pasa ve Tiirkiye
oldugu havasi kamuoyuna yansitilmistir. Tiirk tarafi halk oylamasi yapilmasini teklif etmisse de kabul
gormemistir. Gilindemi siirekli mesgul ettiginden dolay1 sonraya birakilmasi makul olmustur. Lakin
Milletler Cemiyetine havale edilen bu mesele burada da hakim gii¢ Ingiltere oldugu icin kendi lehlerine
gevirmeyi basarmuglardir. Tiirkiye meselenin halli igin asker kullamayr gindemine almisken,
Ingilizlerin tahrik ve tesvikiyle ¢ikan Seyh Sait isyan1 sartlarin aleyhine dénmesine sebep olmustur.
Cunkili igeride asayisin saglanmasi gayesiyle askeri gii¢ mecburen isyanin bastirilmasinda
kullanilmastir.

How do you assess the effects of border
arrangements in Lausanne on Turkey, specifically
regarding the Mosul issue?

Similar to the Straits issue, the Mosul question was excluded from the negotiations to be dealt with
later. The British continually brought it up to turn other matters against Turkey, blocking progress in
the talks. Although it was manipulated by British delegate Lord Curzon to portray Turkey as the
uncooperative party, the Turkish side proposed a plebiscite, which was not accepted. Since the issue
dominated the agenda, it was postponed. However, when the matter was handed over to the League of
Nations

Bogazlar meselesi, Lozan miizakereleri sirasinda tabi olarak ele alimmistir. Fakat tam anlamiyla bizim
lehimize halledildigini sdyleyemeyiz. Ancak isgal altindaki Istanbul goz 6niinde bulunduruldugunda
bazi kazanimlar elde edilmis olsa da yeterli degildi. Bogazlar, Milletler Cemiyeti'nin denetiminde ve
bir Tirklin baskanliginda komisyon tarafindan idare edilecekti. Kisacasi Bogazlar'da tam olarak bir
Tiirk hakimiyeti tesis edilememisti. Lakin Ulu Onder Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin genis gorisliiliigii
sayesinde II. Diinya Savas1 arifesinde Montro Bogazlar Sozlesmesi ile bugiinkii statiisiine
kavusturulmustur.

How was the issue of the Straits resolved in
Lausanne, and how do you evaluate its
importance for Turkey?

The Straits issue was naturally addressed during the Lausanne negotiations. However, it cannot be
said that the matter was resolved entirely in our favor. While some gains were made considering the
ongoing occupation of Istanbul, they were not sufficient. The Straits were to be managed by a
commission under the supervision of the League of Nations and headed by a Turk. In other words,
full Turkish control over the Straits was not established. However, thanks to the foresight of the Great
Leader Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk.

Balkan
Savasi'nin ¢ikmasiyla Italya varligini siirekli hale getirmek igin gayret etmis ve maalesef bunda basarili
olmustur. Zira I. Diinya Savas: siirecinde de Sevr Antlagmasi ile hedefine ulasmistir. Kisaca belirtmek
gerekirse 12 Ada’nin Tiirk topragi olmaktan ¢ikis siireci Usi Antlagsmasiyla diger bir ifade ile I. Lozan
Antlagmasiyla baglamistir.

How would you evaluate the treatment of the
Twelve Islands issue in the Treaty of
Lausanne?

During the Italo-Turkish War, the Twelve Islands were occupied by Italy. The Treaty of Ouchy granted
Italy temporary control over the islands. When the Balkan Wars erupted, Italy worked to make its
presence permanent and unfortunately succeeded. Through the Treaty of Sévres during World War I,
Italy solidified its claims. In short, the process of losing the Twelve Islands began with the Treaty of
Ouchy—also known as the First Treaty of Lausanne.

Was sending Ismet Pasha, who described himself as
an “amateur diplomat,” the right decision?

Yes, it was the right decision. Who else could have been sent? Rauf Bey, who signed the Armistice of
Mondros? Or Ismet Pasha, who signed the Armistice of Mudanya? If Rauf Bey had been sent, how
would he have responded to a question from the other side such as: “Rauf, don’t the provisions of this
proposal contain harsher terms than the Armistice of Mondros?”

Yunan ordusu tarafindan ne hale getirldigini diinyayya gostermekti. Lakin tarafsiz bir iilkede
olmasimnin gerektigi ileri siiriilerek, zaten bu ve benzeri miizakereleri yaparak hem gelir hem de
sayginlik kazanmis olan Isvigre tercih edilmistir.

Was there a specific reason Lausanne was chosen as
the city where the treaty would be signed?

Switzerland is internationally recognized for its neutrality. It has hosted many international
negotiations. As mentioned in question 5, the Treaty of Ouchy was also signed there. Although Turkey
insisted on Izmir, to symbolically show the destruction caused by Europe and the Greek army, the
argument for neutrality led to the choice of Switzerland, which had gained prestige and profit from
hosting such meetings.
